TERMS AND CONDITIONS

1. The Exhibitor makes application for a 10’ x 10’ indoor space, or 10’ x 15’ outdoor space at the Peotone Sesquicentennial
Celebration at $100 per space ($50 for each additional space). In addition, a separate check for $100 is required as a retainer. The
uncashed check will be returned to the exhibitor on June 25 at 5:00 p.m. provided said exhibitor remains set up for the duration of
the exhibit. Electricity will be available for indoor exhibitors.

2. Display spaces will be assigned on a first come, first served basis upon receipt of the application and required fees.
3. One table and two chairs will be furnished for each indoor space.

4.  All entries must be submitted with the required fees (check or money order) made payable to the Festival. Please send
application, payments and a self-addressed envelope to Peotone Sesquicentennial Celebration Committee, P.O. Box 877, Peotone,
IL 60468. Phone: 708/258-9450.

5. Notification of acceptance will be given within 30 days of receipt of application only if a stamped, self-addressed envelope is
included with your application and payment.

6. The Peotone Sesquicentennial Celebration Committee accepts most arts & crafts, gift and novelty items. Due to the family-
friendly nature of this event, obscene and/or graphic items are not allowed. Pop and water are not to be sold by exhibitors.

7. Exhibitor agrees not to dismantle his/her exhibit before 5:00 p.m. on the last day of the show. The $100 retainer will be returned to
the exhibitor at this time provided his/her exhibit was not dismantled prior to this time. If the exhibitor leaves the show early, the
Peotone Sesquicentennial Celebration Committee may, at its discretion, keep all or some of the retainer as penalty for early
departure.

8. Upon exhibitor acceptance, application fees (with the exception of the retainer) are not refundable under any circumstances.

Parking & Unloading

through the doors on the west side of the Atrium. Outdoor exhibitors may enter through the gates at the north end of the fairgrounds.
